• Grading Options for Winter2020 Term:  
 

Each student must select their option within proposed deadline. 
 

1. Course Withdrawal: Deadline extended to Thursday, April 9.  
2. Traditional Numeric Grading: Take final grade standing as per one (1), 

many or all courses. 
3. "CRC" (Credit-COVID-19) – Deadline to select this option is May 31, 

2020. 
4. "NCC" (No Credit–COVID-19): Deadline to select this option is May 31, 

2020.

Students can not submit a request for CRC or NCC until their final 
grade has been posted.  A student can withdraw from a course 
without academic penalty (W) up to the last day of classes.  NP 
students will not be eligible to convert their grade to CRC or NCC.
